Tournament Rules

1. All State of Michigan and local boating and fishing laws must be observed. (A coastguard-approved life jacket must be worn at all times when the combustion engine is running) All no wake zones must be observed.

2. Tournament Director reserves the right to refuse any entries if deemed necessary.

3. Winners will be determined by total weight of fish caught. 
4. Penalty for undersized fish: For the first undersized fish the small fish and the largest fish are deleted. If two undersized fish are submitted, the fisherman will be disqualified.

5.Contestant must leave and return to the launch by boat. Both competitors must remain in the boat at all times except in case of emergency No shore fishing is allowed.

6. Fishing is allowed anywhere on Lake Nepessing or connecting water, with the following restrictions 50 yard minimum distance from another competitor’s boat which was first anchored and trolling motor up. No such anchored boat shall permit selected competitors to fish within 50- yard radius claimed by them to the exclusion of any other competitor’s boat.

7.A live well or aerated cooler must be available in each boat during tournament capable of maintaining a limit of fish. ALL fish will be released for conservation and preservation of future fishing.

8.The Dead fish rule will be discussed at the meeting.

9.In case of tie, big bass will break stringer ties (Always request big fish to be weighed) Heavy stringer will break big bass ties. If two teams tie with stringer weight and big bass…prize money will be divided equally.

10.No alcoholic beverages allowed in competitor’s boats.

11.Protest must be filed prior to start of weigh-in.
